SUBJECT:  Replacement Stocks, M-1903 

1.  Reference E-mail, Mr. Les Birkla, Second Region (ROTC), dated 7 January 2000, subject as above.  

2.  Second Region (ROTC) requested authority for ROTC units to replace wooden stocks with plastic stocks on the M-1903 Demilitarized Rifles.  There is no exchange program for replacement of M-1903 rifle stocks.  

3.  If a wooden stock on an M-1903 or an M-1 rifle used specifically for drill teams becomes unserviceable, a plastic stock may be acquired to replace it (OMA funds required).  The unserviceable stock may not be exchanged for credit with a commercial vendor.

4.  Currently, the Item Manager, Rock Island, IL, has M-1 rifles available for issue to JROTC units only on a “free-issue” basis.  The only cost to the unit, if any, will be for shipping.  JROTC units should replace M-1 rifles used for other than drill teams by processing a requisition through normal supply channels for “free-issue” assets.
